It 
will also prepare meals for 
s i x  e lementa r y  sc hool s 
and serve as the District ’s 
central bakery.

This is but a small part of 
the changes and updates being 
made to Thomas Jefferson. 
Many key elements of the 
reconstruction project have 
been completed, and in coming 
months, much more will be 
accomplished, bringing TJ up 
to date in our modern society.
